1 tbsp toasted sesame oil 

1 large carrot, cut into matchsticks  

4 spring onions, sliced 
140g Sweet Chilli Sauce

1. Preheat the oven to 200°C. Toss the chicken in the egg and then roll in the 
breadcrumbs to evenly coat. Transfer to a greased baking tray and bake for 20 

minutes until golden and the chicken is cooked throughout with no pink meat.

Christian Message January 2017 
 

Someone once told me that “true friends make you feel good about yourself and 

leave you wanting to go back for more”. In a world filled with conflict and suffering, it 
might sound simplistic and trite to talk about friendship and love, but it is precisely 

because of so much evil that the subject needs addressing and revisiting regularly. 

  
When we hear people ask us leading questions using the phrases of a mutual 

associate, the tittle-tattle, or back-stabbing, that has taken place in our absence can 
be all too easy to recognise. It’s so tempting to react to curt or jeering retorts by 

lashing out and retaliating in order to defend ourselves, or retreating into a world of 

hurt isolation. How much harder it is to break the chain, to show love to our friends, 
casual acquaintances and even our adversaries, and set an example to all those we 

meet.  
 

It may be hard, but it is essential if our society is to progress. In fact Jesus insisted 
on it: 

"A new command I give you:  

Love one another.  

As I have loved you,  

so you must love one another.” John 13 verse 34. 

 
He suffered misunderstanding, prejudice and hatred on a considerable scale, but 

responded in love and made the ultimate sacrifice for us all. He underpinned all that 
he did in prayer and by doing likewise, we have all the tools we need.  

 

‘Tit for tat’ attitudes need to be left in the gutter where they belong, so that bigotry, 
fear and anger, have no chance to fester and grow. We may not be able to wipe out 

conflict and suffering on an international scale, but as individuals we can ensure that 
we care for those around us, rise above any hurt or resentment, and open our doors 

to welcome others in, however we feel they may treat us.  
 

If we put misunderstandings to rest and truly love our enemies, they will have no 

cause to respond negatively and may even be left “wanting to come back for more”. 
Better still, they may reciprocate with friendship.  

‘Let us love one another, for love comes from God.' (1 John 4:7).   
 
Many of us make resolutions at the start of a New Year. This would be a good one for 
all of us in 2017.
